| don’t support that understanding comes through repetition. Through repetition we just have another chance to see what we

saw before, what was initially described, in a clearer perspective, in another point of view. Something that with the first or the
second look can give a new image, it can evolve and transform through repetition because, finally, it is something that has an
immense extent and incredibly many ways of understanding.

! “The notion of “absolute relation” is described in the dictionaries in a limited way as “something that has not limits or conditions or exceptions or
objections etc”. In a discussion, the words “absolute relation”, which are in the title of the book, could be replaced with the words “inextricable relation or
close relation”. But what we try to show in this case is that the one part (Truth and Beauty) cannot exist without the other part (Intelligence and Creation).
Truth and Beauty do not coincide with Intelligence and Creation, but they exist at the same time in an indivisible whole. This means that the one does not
exist without the other. It means that the one does not just supplement or relate the other neither it cover or coincide the other. What happens is that there
is a constant motion — dynamic — relation where the one emerges at the same time through the other, because it has always existed as something united
with the other. This is what makes their relation absolute. There is no Truth without Intelligence and vice versa. There is no Beauty without Creation,
Intelligence and Truth. It is not about separate notions but about a birth where the one part appears through the existence of the other part. So, the notion
of “absolute” has to do with this inextricable relation which at the same time is a birth of all through all.” . (Adding of the explanation comes from Vicky K.).
